At a minimum, here are some things you should do:

. Get the seismic connection of your house to the foundation evaluated by a qualified
retrofit contractor or an engineer. | do these as well, see
quakeprepare.com/quakeconsult

. Have an automatic gas shut-off valve installed at your gas meter.

. Assemble or purchase an emergency kit for your car(s).
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« Determine what furniture and appliances in your home need to be secured — and then
doit. I have someone I recommend if you can’t do it yourself or don’t have the time.

« Find out which are the safest places to be in each room during a quake. I cover this in
my consultation.

« Make sure you can operate your gas, water, and electric cut-offs.
